There is no doubt that the earthôs climate has been changing over the last several decades, 
the debate on the issue is simply about the underlying causes. I am not concerned with taking 
sides in the debate and who says what and why I should (or should not) believe their version 
of the cause of the change - I am simply focused on the reality that change is upon us. Only 
last week I learned that Melbourne experienced the most consecutive number of days over 20 
degrees in 150 years of temperature measurement. The news story gave me reason to pause 
and consider what contribution we are making to lessen our impact on the environment.  
 
The Village has made substantial ógreenô steps in recent years and we continue to look for 
ways that we can embrace affordable and environmentally sustainable options.  
 
Some of our current efforts include:  
¶ Expanding the recycling bin program throughout the Village  

¶ Participating in the Solar Panels Program with over 200 units currently having panels installed 

¶ Participating in the Roof Insulation Program installing Pink Batts in every unit that was eligible 
for the scheme having the program offered to them.  

¶ On the 14th of April, óAlphagreenô will come to the Village to introduce the ñHome Sustainability 
Auditò which will be offered free of charge to all units over 12 months old to identify ways you 
can save on your energy costs. 

¶ All of the units built in the last few years comply with the Governmentôs 5 star energy ratings 
and the units planned for the Manning 1 site are expected to be 6 star energy rating.  

¶ Our Village Bus service enables Residents to use their cars less reducing the impact of their 
exhaust fumes on the environment 

¶ Some of our maintenance and contract staff use electric vehicles within the Village grounds 

¶ A large Water tank was installed to capture the water runoff from Clarke Centre to water the 
Bowling Green and another tank for the vegetable gardens 

¶ Our newest Amenities building, Parkside was fitted with sensor lights in the bathrooms to 
reduce the power consumption of the building. 

 

The list is not exhaustive and there are lots more things we can do and will continue to 
investigate, however it is nice to be able to tick off a list of accomplishments and know that we 
are making a difference, however small that may be.  
 
Our water restrictions will ease on Good Friday, and we will be able to water our gardens 
early mornings on the ñevenò dates of the month. I think most people have some reservations 
about the wisdom of easing the restrictions given our dams are still only around 37% capacity, 
however on a personal level I look forward to seeing a few more vegetables growing in my 
garden now that I can water them.  
 
Easter is a celebration of fresh possibilities and the new beginnings embodied in the story of 
Jesusô resurrection. Change is inevitable, sometimes it is not what we wanted or expected, 
however it always brings possibilities and the opportunity to refresh our perspectives and 
begin again.
