The Australian Electoral Commission (AEC) have informed the Village that they will not be
providing mobile polling booths in the Amenities buildings this year as the legislation has changed
and only facilities that provide O0cared such
disappointing outcome and the Retirement Village Association has been asked to champion this
issue for Retirement Villages in future federal elections.

Mobile polling booths will be available in the Lodge, Hostel and Manor on Wednesday the 18" of
August which residents will be able to use. Unfortunately | am still awaiting confirmation of the times
i these will be made available on noticeboards as soon as possible. The times will be limited so we
ask for your patience and understanding if the queues build up.

Voting in Federal elections is compulsory for all Australian Citizens over the age of 18; this means
that all Residents must vote unless they have been removed from the electoral role for reasons
such as incapacity to understand the process. Information on postal votes is available from the
candidates. The AEC have also advised that Mt Erin School across the road will be a polling station
and has asked that Residents in the Village be encouraged to use this facility on Election Day.

Please keep these dates in mind:

MOBILE VOTING Wednesday 18" August
ELECTION DAY VOTING Saturday 21% August

To further complicate things, the AEC also advised that the change in rules only applies to Federal
Elections and that mobile polling booths should be available in the Village at the State Election in
November. Details of the State Election Voting arrangements will be promoted when available.
