family and friends, at a local shopping centre or in the Clarke Centre, Amenities 1 or 2 or the

main Hostel Hub. DO NOT use Parkside Centre as an evacuation point as it backs onto the
same Bushl and as The reom®dén@adien touenacuae .is only in the very

rare event that a CODE RED or extreme fire danger in the central region has been
declared and then it only applies to a very small number of units.... this is NOT the

same as a total fire ban which is a routine occurrence over summer.

Residents in the Village should be aware of their own safety if fire is in our area; however the

667 if they want further information on a fire in our area. Residents who use social networking

sites can also monitor Twitter and newspaper sites for breaking news.

It is important not to be swept up in the media panic that this fire season is already
experiencing and remember to familiarise yourself with the Village Bush Fire plan and make
your own arrangements for the fire danger period well in advance so if the need to leave
arises, you are well prepared and safe.
