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It is very pleasing to see visible progress on some of our developments around the
Village. The demolition of the first 2 rows of “Manning 1” began in late February, the
second stage of the apartment development is expected to be handed over to the Village
at the end of this month and we all welcome the opening of Parkside Centre.

As announced at the February Resident’s meeting, we are still finalising our plans for the
Manning redevelopment and have broken the overall development into 2 separate
projects, initially concentrating on the first 70 units. This will enable the Village to speed up
the redevelopment process as well as enable us to ensure that we continue to provide
affordable accommodation options consistent with our mission, vision and values.

Demand is strong for our independent living apartments from both within the Village and
from people living in the community. It is pleasing that we are able to offer this style of
accommodation for residents who are far too healthy and independent to enter modern
hostel accommodation, but have grown tired of looking after a larger unit. The close
proximity of the apartments to the Hostess, dining room, chapel, administration and
chaplains is also attractive to Residents who find it difficult to walk

long distances in the hot summer sun to collect mail etc.

The Parkside Centre was handed over to the Village in late February
and is now available for all residents to enjoy. The gym has been
moved from unit 23 and can be accessed anytime by Residents and
staff, however is not available for visitors. Residents who use the
gym are strongly encouraged to talk to their Doctor before starting a
new exercise routine and all equipment is used at your own risk.
Shower and change facilities are provided in the bathrooms.

A permanent BBQ has been installed to enable all Residents to access a BBQ facility and
can be used without prior booking, however please be aware that other Residents may
also wish to use the BBQ and the facilities are to be shared. The main lounge, kitchen and
BBQ area will be available to be privately booked for large special occasion functions
such as anniversaries or birthdays, however there are no rooms that are available to be
booked by individual groups on a regular basis as the purpose of the Centre is to provide
a place of wellness — physical wellness through the use of the gym, social wellness
through the use of the lounge and BBQ areas and intellectual wellness through the use of
the internet cafe.

Approval has been given for the continuation of the fence from entry 6 around to 2 and
work on this will occur over the coming months. At the request of the VBRC, | am
considering gate options for entry 7 and plan some site visits to other villages that have
gates, in the near future to gain an understanding as to how they solve issues such as
access, opening, closing times etc.

Enjoy the beginning of Autumn and the cooler weather we hope it will bring.
