Warmer Weather and Fire Danger 

 

The official fire danger period begins on 1st of November and carries through until 30 April next year. As we 
welcome November and the transition into summer next month, it is important that you are familiar with our 
bushfire plan that was developed with the CFA following the tragic black Saturday fires.  
 

Whilst our overall fire risk is relatively low, the authorities have identified grass fires as a significant risk this 
season. Grass fires can spread quickly and can rapidly become out of control. If you notice a fire of any sort, 
ring 000 immediately.  
 

The „Code Red‟ classification has received a lot of media attention over the past couple of years and it is 
important to decide what you will do on a „Code Red‟ day in our area. The Village is located in the “central” 
fire ban district. If our region “Central” has been declared a Code Red (Catastrophic) or Extreme fire danger, 
the Village very strongly recommends that Residents living South of Entrance 7 or in the area surrounding 
the wildlife corridor (900‟s units) evacuate and leave their units early in the morning and either spend the day 
and evening with family and friends, at a local shopping centre or in the Clarke Centre, Amenities 2 or the 
main Hostel Hub. DO NOT use Parkside Centre as an evacuation point as this backs onto the same 
Bushland as the 900‟s units.  
 

The significant danger to these areas is from a weather change that sees fires fanned by strong southerly 
winds, history has shown that these types of weather changes are more likely to occur late in the afternoon 
and at these times Administration will be closed and Independent Living Residents are expected to have 
made proper preparations for their own safety. The decision to evacuate must be made early because once 
the fire is close, there will be a lot of smoke in the area; visibility will be poor and road travel will be 
hazardous and roads may be blocked by fallen trees.  
 

Residents who do not have their own transport should make plans for how they can evacuate and ensure 
that the people they will call upon for assistance are available and aware of the plan.  
 

Residents should be prepared throughout the fire danger period (November to April) and during days of Fire 
Ban or Fire Danger in the Central district, Residents should be prepared for unexpected weather changes 
and tune into ABC radio 774 on the AM dial and monitor the CFA website and can call the Victorian Bushfire 
Information Line : 1800 240 667 if required. Residents who use social networking sites can also monitor 
Twitter and newspaper sites for breaking news. 
 

Special Information for the Residential Care Facilities: 
 

The coordination of the care or evacuation of Residents in the Aged Care Facilities will be entirely at the 
discretion and direction of the Manager or Supervisor working in conjunction with the relevant emergency 
services. All Aged Care Facilities have a sprinkler system and fire panel linked directly to the local fire 
brigade. It is important to protect Residents from smoke and heat by taking the following steps: 

 All windows and external doors are to be closed 

 Automatic doors switched to manual 

 Visitors are to be discouraged from coming or asked to leave to prevent vehicles from obstructing 
roadways within the village.  

 Relevant documentation, medication, and medical supplies are to be prepared in the event that 
evacuation is likely.  

 

Irrespective of any advice and guidelines contained here, always follow the directions of Emergency 
Services such as Fire, Police, SES or Ambulance Services.

What are you passionate about? 

For many it's MUSIC - and the joy and exhilaration of joining

Bono, the leader of the band U2, says that music is "the language 

of the spirit", and he once described the psalms as the "blues of 

the Bible". He said that it allows us to communicate on another 

level. 

 
MUSIC is such an extraordinary thing. Recently, in one of our 

Sunday church services, memories were aroused as J. S. Bach's' 

'Sheep may safely graze' was played as an introit. It was 

remarkable that that beautiful piece of music affected many 
people in such a profound way. 
 

Joining together singing songs and hymns of praise and 
redemption to God, can move us from isolation and despair to a 

place of belonging and unity. It can be where we encounter God, 

or simply be an uplifting experience. 
 

Continue to join in singing, enjoy and rejoice in the gift of music, 
aware that it can transform our lives, the lives of those around 

us, and even make history.
